	Specific Objective: The main objectives for this game are for students to play fairly with one another. They need to be honest with their other classmates as well as me. If a tricker tags them, they must return the beanbag back into the hula-hoop they stole it from. Another objective is for students to work on building and improving their teamwork skills. Students must work together to try to steal as many bean bags as they can from the trickers without getting tagged. This is a great way for students to learn to trust others and understand the positive benefits when working with others.

Concomitant Objective: The students will play a fun game that gets them ready for Halloween while being physically active.

	Set Induction: Does anyone have any idea what he or she wants to be for Halloween? If so, imagine what you want to be for Halloween in your head, or if you still aren’t sure what you want to be, think of what you were the year before. At this point I will lead them into a story to get them set up for the game.
  It is a dark night, with the moon high and bright in the sky. Tonight is the night were trickers and treaters go out into their costumes and receive loads and loads of delicious candy. The only problem is that the people who are suppose to be passing out candy, won’t!

	Learnable Piece: In this game, you will learn how to be respectful to your classmates and truthful.
·  Be honest when you get tagged even if no one is watching.

· Cheering your teammates on 

· Working with your teammates to steal candy

· Playing fairly and not yelling names at anyone

	Presentation of New Material/Directions: Once students are settled and attention is gained then explain:
· There are six trickers and the rest of the class will be the treaters.

· Each tricker will be standing inside a hula-hoop with beans bags in each.

· One beanbag= one piece of candy.

· Trickers must keep all body parts in the hula-hoop at all times.

· The treaters are trying to steal back the candy (bean bags) from the trickers.

· Treaters may only take ONE PIECE of candy at a time.

· Once candy is stolen from a hula-hoop, the treaters will return the candy to the center of the gym, which will be the treaters large candy bag.

· The treaters must steal the candy from the trickers without being tagged.

· If a treater is tagged, he/she must return the candy back to the tricker.

· When all the beanbags are in the treaters bag, or whoever has the most candy in their bag when time runs out, wins the game!!

SAFETY:

· No throwing bean bags! Place them gently into the hula-hoops.

· When tagging someone, do it gently!

· Tag in appropriate places such as arms, hands, shoulders, back.

· People will constantly be moving throughout this game so be considerate of your other classmates.

CHECKING FOR UNDERSTANDING:

· How much candy can you take at a time?

· What happens when you get tagged?

· Can a tricker have a leg out of the hula-hoop?

· Where do treaters put their candy?

	Transition: I will ask the class to raise their hand if their birthday is in the month of October or November. If students raise their hand, the first six students will become the trickers.
· I will then ask trickers to gracefully walk over to a hula-hoop and step inside it.
· Then I will have the treaters spread out across the room and wait for me to say “TRICK OR TREAT” for the game to begin.
· When I yell, “STOP”, students must freeze.

	Possible Modifications: If the game is too easy for the treaters, I will allow the trickers to have one foot out of the hula-hoop only so they can step out and tag more people.
